WARNINGS for Bunk Bed

Always follow the manufacturer's instructions;
High beds and the upper bed of bunk beds are not suitable for children under six years due to the risk of injury from falls;

Bunk beds and high beds can present a serious risk of injury from strangulation if not used correctly. Never attach or hang items to any part of the bunk bed that are not

designed to be used with the bed, for example, but not limited to ropes, strings, cords, hooks, belts and bags;

Children can become trapped between the bed and the wall, a roof pitch, the ceiling, adjoining pieces of furniture (e.g. cupboards) and the like. To avoid risk of serious

The maximum thickness of the mattress used on the upper bed is 160mm. The top of the mattress shall be at least 160mm below the upper edge of the guardrails;
Ventilation of the room is necessary in order to keep the humidity low and to prevent mould in and around the bed;

Use of a night light may provide added safety for a child using the upper bunk;

Do not allow horseplay on or under the bed and prohibit jumping on the bed;

Always use the ladder for entering and leaving the upper bunk;
